RULES AND REGULATIONS
THIS IS A RAIN OR SHINE EVENT!
BOOTH DISPLAY AND SET-UP:
1: Check-In and setup will be on Saturdays 7am-8:45 CST, Sundays from 8am-9:45AM CST . Accepted vendors who have not shown up 15 min before start time will forfeit their space and booth fee. Check-In and load out will be at the Exhibit Hall or in covered outdoor area or in the grassy spot for food trucks.
Vendors will drive through the gate to unload. The main gate entrance will be closed after vendor arrival. At check in, you will be given your booth number and directed to your booth area.
You may unload near the rolling door to unload but vehicles cannot be left unattended and must be moved to the vendor parking area when unloaded to allow other vendors to do the same. Vendors are responsible for loading and unloading themselves.
2: All vehicles are required to be moved and parked in vendor parking 15 mins before start time each day. NO VEHICLES will be allowed inside event area after official start times.
3: Vendors must furnish their own display tables, skirting, chairs, extension cords, tents, etc. All displays must be designed, constructed and operated in good taste. All tables must have tablecloths/skirting.
4: All tents must be securely fixed to the ground or weighted. 
5: Vendors must display a sign identifying the name of their business.
6: No booths, racks, merchandise or other items are to exceed the boundaries of your booth.
7: All booths must be set up and manned 15 mins prior to official start time on Saturday and Sunday.
8: All booths must be manned by an adult throughout the hours of operation of the event.
9: If you have to restock from your vehicle during event hours, please be prepared to do so yourself.
10: No booths will be allowed to breakdown prior to the close of business on Saturday or Sunday.
11: Please leave your booth just as you found it.
12: Each booth is allowed one personal fan. Two booths will share one outlet.
LABOR IS NOT PROVIDED BY LEE COUNTRY FAIRGROUNDS FOR BOOTH SET UP OR BREAK DOWN.
PARKING AND SECURITY
1: Vehicles must park in the designated vendor parking area behind the concession bldg.
2 The Lee County Fairgrounds is not, and will not, be responsible in any way for loss or damage to vendors property.  Vendors are responsible for their personal and property liability.
3: Vehicles will be allowed to pull up to exhibit hall or outside area each day after the festival has closed, to restock or take items with them.
4: After the Market we ask vendors to try to do what they need to with their booth/items in 30 mins (if you need longer just let someone know) The exhibit hall and gate will both be locked at the end each day after the vendors have restocked/cleaned up their booth.
CLEAN UP
1: Do not leave garbage on the ground. This includes plastic zip ties.
2: Please bag and tie all garbage bags. There will be a dumpster on site for vendors to put their trash in before leaving.
3: Vendors that leave garbage on the ground will be banned from participating in future events.
GENERAL RULES
1: No smoking or vaping is allowed.
2: ABSOLUTELY no alcohol, drugs, firearms, profane language or vulgar conduct.
3: No propane or kerosene heaters allowed.
4: Placement of the outdoor booths will be at the discretion of the market committee.
5: We reserve the right to remove any offensive or non-approved product.
6: No Silly String, confetti, snap pops allowed.
7: No pets are allowed in vendor’s section except service dogs.
8: No giveaways such as water, lemonade, etc.
9: Lee County Fairgrounds can terminate vendor of any event participation at any time with no refunds if vendor does not abide by rules and regulations.
SALES TAX
Payment of taxes is the responsibility of the vendor. We do not collect sales tax. You can get tax forms online at revenue.alabama.gov
